The statute provides that it is
not exclusive of other indemnification that may be granted by a corporation’s bylaws, disinterested director vote, stockholder vote, agreement or otherwise.

The Company’s Third Amended and Restated Certificate of Incorporation as amended provides that no director shall be liable to the Company or the
Company’s stockholders for monetary damages for breach of fiduciary duty as a director, except to the extent such exemption from liability or limitation on
liability is not permitted under the DGCL, as now in effect or as amended. Currently, Section 102(b)(7) of the DGCL requires that liability be imposed for
the following:

• any breach of the director’s duty of loyalty to the Company or its stockholders;

• any act or omission not in good faith or which involved intentional misconduct or a knowing violation of law;

• unlawful payments of dividends or unlawful stock repurchases or redemptions as provided in Section 174 of the DGCL; and

• any transaction from which the director derived an improper personal benefit.

The Company’s Third Amended and Restated Certificate of Incorporation as amended and the Amended and Restated Bylaws also provide that the
Company shall indemnify its directors and officers to the fullest extent permitted by the DGCL. The Company maintains liability insurance for its directors
and officers. Such insurance is available to the Company’s directors and officers in accordance with its terms.
